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One sunny day, the Art Panel Head looked very happy. She asked me whether I could imagine a girl who rarely spoke and
was a poor public speaker could win a championship one day. She could speak fluently on the stage without any script or any
idea of what she was going to say. As she spoke, she expressed herself perfectly by speaking from her heart although she
had no draft of her speech and no time to rehearse.

Both the joyous look on the Panel Head's face and her story about the student gave me a deep impression. The story
strengthened my belief that everyone has the ability ‘to create a better self '. To improve oneself, one must firstly build
upon their abilities and secondly, be given a platform to demonstrate their talents.

This year I tried to make my students learn in more meaningful ways. I encouraged and provided opportunities for them
to join various talent shows and competitions. I hope they can apply what they have learned in their daily lives and at school
to build their self- esteem and to create a better self as they face the changing world.
